- Shortcomings in the school educational system where students are encouraged by teachers to memorize the material rather than think critically.

- Teachers are incompetent when it comes to knowledge in the field.

- Lack of government incentives to teachers and this is obvious in the low salaries teachers receive.

- Nationalism, solidarity, and history play a critical role in the demise of the English language in Turkey.

2- The gap between the younger generation and older generation when it comes to inter-sex relationships.  As an Islamic country, older generation which is conservative is in conflict with the younger generation as a result of the encroachment of Western values into Turkey. Younger generation is more susceptible to social change and eventually to sex relations. Less interest in religion among younger generation becomes inevitable, and this guarantees the instigation of social conflict.
